What I got was an
empty person.” That’s what prompted him to launch the
field of positive psychology, with a groundbreaking address
to the American Psychological Association in 2007. Instead
of focusing only on righting wrongs and lifting misery, he
argued, psychologists need to help patients foster good
mental health through constructive skills. The idea is to
teach patients to rather than simply
improve their weaknesses. “It’s not enough to clear away
the weeds and underbrush,” Seligman says.
